Warburton Croquet Club
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Season 1923 - 1924    

7th September 1923                    

   The Warburton Croquet Club is anxiously awaiting the reply of the Lands Department relative to the Recreation Committee for permission to have control of the river reserve on the far side of the oval.  If this is obtained the present football pavilion will be removed from its site to the opposite side of the reserve.(Note: Not the one in use today, it’s main part was built 1932 - 1938), and the Croquet committee will then be able to carry on their work.

3rd September 1926

   Social functions have been held fortnightly throughout the winter by the Croquet Club in conjunction with the Warburton Bowling Club and these have been a source of revenue to the Clubs, as well as very pleasant social gatherings.

The Matrons’ Ball, recently held, was arranged for the purpose of raising funds towards the erection of a pavilion for the use of members of the Croquet Club and visitors and it is desired that it shall be of such design as to be in keeping with the lawn and it’s surroundings.

   The Railway department has agreed to allow the club the use of a few feet of land on which to erect the pavilion.  

Warburton Ladies Croquet Club

(Later Ladies Bowling Club)

11th February 1927

The Warburton Croquet Club held its annual meeting on Tuesday when there was a good attendance of members, presided over by the president Mrs. Grant.

   This year the club has cleared off the debt on the green. It was decided to build a clubhouse for the purpose of holding meetings and social gatherings and matters in regard to finance having been satisfactorily arranged; the tender of Mr. B. Grant, at 173 Pound ($346) for its erection was accepted. 

Mesdames, Grant, Story, McKenzie, Staker and Clough becoming guarantors for the bank overdraft of 150 pound ($300).

The clubhouse is nearing completion.
Opening Of Season and Ladies Croquet Court and Building

11th November 1927 

In conjunction with the opening of the Men’s Bowling Club the official opening of the Ladies Croquet Court and pavilion took place, this ceremony being performed by Cr. Brookes, of Camberwell. This club conducts two grass courts which are laid out on a nice rise and overlooks both the cricket ground and the bowling rinks.

Committee meeting 

   After a long discussion regarding the need for new members of the Warburton Ladies Croquet Club, Mrs Milner moved that lady bowlers be admitted to the Warburton Croquet Club subject to an entry fee of 1 pound. 

The following conditions Croquet to be played Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and

Bowls, Friday, Saturday, Sunday. 

   Mrs Pascoe moved that a letter be sent to the Warburton Bowls Club asking for assistance and cooperation in an endeavour to start bowling.

20th May 1959

Committee Meeting

   A letter from the Warburton Bowling Club was read and discussed, a notice of motion was moved that the entrance fee to the Warburton Croquet and Bowling be raised to 2 pound.

   After discussion it was decided to write to the Warburton Bowling Club authorizing them to carry out work on the green as agreed by the men’s sub committee and the Ladies accounts be sent to the secretary Warburton Croquet and Bowling Club.

  Mrs Milner moved that a letter be sent to the Victorian Ladies Bowling Association asking for advice re a constitution for the club.

   There was a round table conference with bowling members Mr Martyr, Mr Haines, Mr Junor, and Mr Collins on plans for the new green.

It was decided by all present to pay subscriptions in advance to ease the financial situation.

   Thanks were expressed to W. Leith for a donation of 10 pound, also Advancement League for 25 pound.  

   A notice be inserted in the Warburton Mail for intending members.

   A copy of the constitution was handed around for inspection.  

1959 – 1960

 The President Mrs Collins opened the meeting by welcoming the new intending members and said how pleased she was to see so many present.

   General Business was then discussed and the constitution of the Croquet and Bowling Club was read and adopted on the motion of Mrs Story seconded by Mrs Milner with all in favour.

   Mrs Collins then told the members about the forming of the new green done by the members of the Warburton Bowling Club with hard working bees during the winter and other generous donations by H. Martyr 50 pound, C. Milner 25 pound, G. Saker 25pound, Timber donations from D. & J. Richards, Mr Tuckman and Materials and plumbing from 

W. Gardner.

  Mrs Milner moved 23 ladies whose names had been posted on our notice board be admitted to the club.

   Ladies were asked to volunteer to water the green until the grass had established itself.

   The secretary is granted 1 pound petty cash for incidentals.

Opening Day

  It was moved by Mrs Pascoe seconded by Mrs Goodall that opening day be Saturday 23rd January 1960 at 230 p.m, Mr Martyr to open the green and bowl the first bowl.     Mr. Saker to be asked to throw the kitty, 100 invitations be ordered and sent to all dignitaries concerned.

   A Motion was passed that Croquet be held in abeyance for two months as the green is still in its early stages and all members seem anxious to learn bowls. 

  A letter from Lilydale inviting us for a visit on the10th February and 21 members accepted the invitation and thoroughly enjoyed the outing.

11th February

   A letter from the L.V.B.A. acknowledging our application for membership.   

A letter was received from the Mt. V.D.L.B.A. saying they would happy to have us affiliate with them.

    Another 7 more ladies were nominated for membership.

Limit to Membership

A discussion took place about the membership and it was generally agreed that the green with only 5 rinks would not comfortably accommodate more than 50 members with a proviso that in the future, wives of bowlers who had helped to make our green would be eligible members, also people in the Railways, Banks, Post Office, etc. who came to Warburton to replace others who had moved on.

Secretary’s Report 1959 – 1960

It was at a committee meeting held on the 17/4/59 with an attendance of 8 and a balance of 51 pounds 2 shillings and 4 pence in the bank, that the future of the Croquet Club, with little or no prospect of new members was discussed, and it was with our fingers crossed that we decided to admit lady bowlers on certain days of the week, under certain conditions. 

   We sought the co-operation of our neighbours the Warburton Men’s’ Bowling Club members with the result that three of them, Messer’s Martyr, Haynes and Junor arranged a meeting with three representatives namely Mesdames Collins, Milner and Pascoe to discuss the situation. These gentlemen soon disillusioned us in our belief that bowling was possible on our green as it was. We were to find out that a terrific amount of work had to be done first. The men understood the Herculean task of converting our green into a green fit for bowling upon.

   During the winter of 1959 they carried out by working bees at weekends the following work. The turf was removed off the whole green and the green was surveyed to levels then resurfaced with approximately 45 cubic yards of loam. The green was extended 4 feet at the pavilion end to comply with bowling regulations of 110 feet. The plinth at the north and south ends were renewed with timber 9’’ x 2’’. The banks were formed with 6’’ x 1’’ boards to 9’’ above the height of the green, leaving the ditches 10’’ wide.

   The bank at the north end was extended 3 feet by shifting the fence back. The soil to fill the bank to the top of the boards was removed from the rise of ground in front of the pavilion and wheeled to the north end.

   Agricultural pipes were laid in the ditches at the south end on both sides. A new water main next to the tennis court with taps around the green. Both shelter houses were moved back clear of the pathway. After levelling Hortico no. 1 manure was used and approximately 100lb of Brunnings Special Bowling Green Mixture was sown by September 4th 1959.

   Generous donations of cash, loads of soil, timber, plumbing, etc and hard work were made, all of which have been suitably acknowledged.

   We filled the club days with card afternoons till the great day when the green was declared ready for bowling.

   As our finances were by now at an all-time low, members were asked to pay subscriptions in advance, which they cheerfully did.

   A social evening held in the Men’s Clubrooms realized 24 pound, Mrs Theobald dressed a doll, which helped to extent of 13 pound 10 shillings, and Mrs J. Richards made and decorated a Christmas cake, which brought in 8 pound. To these ladies we were very grateful.

   At a Committee meeting on 26th October 1959, 23 more ladies were nominated and accepted for membership so finances improved and on January 6th 1960 our bank statement showed that we had a credit balance of 125 pound and the green almost ready for bowling.

Opening Day

   It was decided to hold an Official Opening Day on Saturday January 23rd 1960

This day duly arrived and we were happy to receive visitors from Lilydale, Healesville, Boronia and Footscray Park Clubs. We considered it a great honour that 4 of the executive members from the Victorian Ladies Bowling Association attended our Opening Day and complimented us on our set up and gave us helpful advice.

   Mr. Martyr, the President of the Warburton Bowls Club, performed the opening ceremony and Mr. Saker threw the first Jack. These two gentlemen led their club members in giving us every assistance with our new venture.

   Mixed rinks were played with the men from the Warburton Bowling Club and history was made as ladies bowled and skippered at Warburton for the first time. The day was voted a most enjoyable one by all concerned.

   Bowls seemed to be the game to accommodate the most people at once, so it was decided to hold croquet in abeyance for the time being and we had fun learning to play bowls. 

   Our first outing as novices was to Lilydale and the ladies of that club gave us valuable help and tuition. We later ventured to Boronia and had a lovely day. We in turn entertained the ladies of Lilydale and Boronia who seemed to enjoy their trip to the hills.

   By now we were receiving numerous nominations for membership so a consultation had to be held about the number of members we could accommodate. This was fixed at 50 and as we approached this figure membership was closed for the time being.

   To the ladies who joined late in the season and payed entrance fees and full membership fees we say thank you. It was all a great help.

   One thing I have learned during my term as Secretary, is that bowling greens don’t just grow. They need a lot of scientific care and attention, a lot of money and a good slice of luck, particularly in regard to weather, which has not been very helpful to us this year,

   I would to thank all our members who without exception have been most helpful to me during the initial stages of our debut as a bowling club. To Mr. Saker also I am grateful for his help and advice and to our greenkeeper I say thank you. I think he has done a very good job for us in the time at his disposal.

   In conclusion I wish to express regret that our President is leaving us. Mrs. Collins, although a champion croquet player, realized that bowls was the game that had captured the imagination of the multitude and; with Mrs. Milner, was brave enough to introduce the game of bowls to the ladies of Warburton. It has been a pleasure to serve on her committee, and I am sure we wish her every happiness in her new life.

HISTORY OF THE WARBURTON LADIES BOWLING CLUB

1960 – 2000

   Our club is situated on what was originally the Warburton Coquet Club, which opened in 1924.

    Because of the lack of sufficient members, a meeting of the Croquet Club was called on April 17th, 1959, and it was decided that lady bowlers would be admitted.

    The men’s Bowling Club, which adjoins our Club, was contacted and the then President, the late Harry Martyr – who incidentally was the men’s Club President for 23 years – and a sub-committee of the men were happy to help us.  Plans were made for the necessary extensions to provide a 5 rink green.

    The ladies helped with a lot of the work and, I must admit, we had no idea just how much effort and hard work was entailed in forming a bowling green.

Our first Office-bearers were:  President – Mrs Jean Collins, Secretary – Mrs. Grace  Pascoe and Treasurer – Mrs. Edna Milner.

     The opening of our green took place on January 23d, 1960.

     We had Officials from the V.L.B.A. including Secretary, Mrs. Elva Bloomfield.

We also had Mountain Valley Officials and guests from other Clubs.  It was a very proud day for us.    

     We had 47 Foundation members and, of those, two are still playing Pennant bowls with our Club. Over the years, some members have moved and transferred to other clubs 

and we are pleased to have them back here with us today.  We have 8 others who are now

Social members and we have had 9 Life Members.

     When we started, we were all novices and really starting from scratch.  However, we

were all very keen and, over the years, with much practice and many thrashings,  (with a few wins to encourage us) we gradually improved. 

    We joined the Mountain Valley District Ladies’ Bowling Association in 1963.

There were 5 Clubs at the time – Lilydale, Healesville, Boronia, Upwey-Tecoma and 

Sassafras.  When the V.L.B.A. extended the boundaries later on, Boronia, Lilydale and Upwey-Tecoma transferred to Metropolitan.

     However, Yarra Glen, Monbulk, Marysville and Yarra Junction came into the Association over the years and our 7 teams have formed a very keen Pennant competition, which encouraged us all to improve.  With an average of 50 members, our Club has acquitted itself very well.

     The “C” Division was later discontinued and the Association continued with 2 Divisions, but this season there is just one Division.

    Our Club has won 11 Division 1 flags, 6 Division 2 flags and also several Mountain Valley Fours, Pairs and Singles events as well as our Zone section of State events.  

Our Club member, Joyce Innis, won the Champion of Champions of Mountain Valley in 1977.  Our President insisted that I mention that I have been lucky enough, and proud, to have won 14 Club Championships during my bowling years.

     Our ladies have also held executive positions in the Mountain Valley Association.

Hazel Harrison served as President for two 2-year terms, was Chairman of Selectors for 19 years and was also Secretary of our Club during that time.

Betty Clinch served as President, was also on the Match Committee and gave 8 years service to the Mountain Valley.  Joan Lendon was Secretary for 16 years.  Edna Stowers also served a term on Match Committee.  Doris Ewart was Treasurer for many years.  Both Hazel Harrison and Doris Ewart were awarded Life Memberships of Mountain Valley Ladies’ Bowling Association for their outstanding service.

So we are proud of the number of our members who gave their considerable time and effort to the running of the Association.

     Being a Ladies’ Club, we are responsible for the whole running of the Club and the maintenance of the green.  Our Foundation Member, Marge Inverarity, was our first Green Director, and with help from husband, Ron, gave 21 years of magnificent devotion to the job.  Gwen Noy took over from Marge and she also gave many years of service, overseeing all the work necessary to keep our green in top condition.

     We now have Geoff Clinch – Betty Clinch’s husband – caring for our green, which he has been doing for several years now.  We are all most grateful and appreciative of the great amount of time Geoff gives to our green and we are just so lucky to have him.

     The original clubhouse, which is now our kitchen, has been extended twice and, with Shire assistance, in 1983 our 5-rink green was extended to 7 rinks. 

     We have a special lady in our Club and her name is Millie Blanchard.  She recently turned 94 years of age and has been an active Member since 1972.  Millie still plays social bowls – she knits, crochets and makes beautiful rugs, which she gives to the Club to raffle on our Gala and Invitation Four days.  She is always in charge of the raffle tables.  Millie is a real treasure and we are all very proud of her.

     Looking back, the past 40 years has been a wonderful time for all of us.  There have been so many Members who have contributed so much. We have valued our independence, but have always had a good relationship with the men’s Club in regard to our helping them with catering, etc., on their big days.  They in turn have allowed us the use of their green and clubhouse for our Invitation Fours, Gala Days, Mountain Valley events etc..

     The friendships made and good fellowship achieved are a great tribute to the game of bowls itself and it is hoped that our Club can continue to welcome and encourage new bowlers for many years to come.
